T he January MMS presentation focused mainly on how to maintain a consistent gap between the up-
per and lower deadeyes when rigging your model. 
   Four techniques were discussed with each proce-
dureôs advantages and disadvantages being noted. 
Right and left laid shrouds were illustrated, along with 
how the port and starboard rigs differed from each oth-
er. 
   The membership also 
learned an interesting fact 
about shrouds.  Size for 
size, 3-strand rope is not as 
strong as 4-strand.  Yet it is 
preferred over the 4-strand 
variety.  The reason being 
that it is resistant to stretch-
ing, a key requirement for 
shrouds and stays.
